Over the past fourteen months, I have been working 
throughout the Tennis Central region on a number of  
specific projects.  In this short time, I am pleased with the 
progress that has been made and wish to thank the  
people and the organizations that I have worked with in 
order to “make it happen!” The following outlines some of 
the activity in 2 key areas – the grasshopper program and 
Coach Development 
. 
Grasshoppers Program 
The Tennis NZ Grasshoppers Program has  
continued to grow from strength to strength, and this year 
has seen a 50% increase in primary schools participating.  
Taranaki, Hutt Valley and Wellington in particular have 
seen a major growth in schools wishing to build Grass-
hoppers Tennis into their primary PE curriculum - this is 
largely due to increased partnership working with the 
RST’s and the co-ordination and commitment of a high 
quality team of Grasshopper Coaches. 
 
Grasshopper Tournament Program  
Grasshopper Tournaments are designed to provide the 
stepping stone for children transferring from the schools 
program into  
local clubs for coaching, playing and membership  
opportunities.   
 
With the addition to two new Grasshopper Tournament 
Providers in 2009/10 and the experience of the existing 
nine coaches, the tournament program is really taking 
shape. 
 
Some highlights include: 
· Stokes Valley Grasshoppers Tournament achieved 
the Tennis NZ national record for highest number of  
participants.  Fifty eight young grasshoppers from all over 
the Wellington region turned out for a fantastic day of mini 
tennis competitions. 
 
· The introduction of Grasshopper Challengers  
Tournaments at the 2009 Hutt Valley Junior  
Christmas Open and the 2010 Kapi Mana Junior Open.  
Challenger Tournaments are delivered alongside TCR 
Regional Tournaments and are designed to provide junior 
players with another competition level to help them make 
the transition to junior interclub.  Challengers have proved 
extremely popular among the players and the coaches as 
they can see the children gaining confidence and  
improving in competitions commensurate with their ability 
level.

Coach and Volunteer Development 
The provision of quality coach education and the  
implementation of Tennis NZ’s Coach Registration and 
Certification Policy has been a major focus to help 
achieve our aims of increasing and improving the  
quantity and quality of coaches throughout the region.  
Building relationships with coaches to raise awareness 
and promote opportunities for development, and estab-
lishing a database of active coaches has also played a 
major part in helping to achieving our aims. 
 
 
Some highlights include: 
· 34 new Community Coaches qualified,  
increasing the number of community coaches in the 
region from 98 to 132.  There are a further three  
Community Coach courses planned in  
Wellington, Taranaki and Manawatu this year. 
· 14 new Assistant Junior Coaches trained, a 50% 
increase in numbers attending training in 2009.  The 
Assistant Junior Coach Course has proved extremely 
popular among developing coaches, so much so that 
there is another AJC Course planned in Wellington later 
this year. 
· 19 coaches attended the Grasshoppers Coach 
Training Workshop. 
· 14 volunteers from Wairarapa clubs attended a 
Fundamental Coaching Skills Workshop. 
· 40 coaches becoming Registered with  
Tennis NZ

Wellington ended up defending the Trans Tasman 
Tennis – Tennis Central Junior Teams Event title 
which they have now won for a second year in a row. 
 
The teams event turned out to be a thrilling weekend

result (4 ties).  This was especially true for Manawatu 
and Wanganui who were involved in 3 of these count-
backs each.

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PACIFIC ITF TOUR JULY 2010 
TRAVELLING COACH SUMMARY 

Junior ITF tours are an apprenticeship to the senior professional circuit and this Pacific leg is a ‘must’ for  
any junior seeking to develop their abilities as a player.  
 
The Tennis Central Regional Performance Centre ( RPC )  has targeted the junior ITF tour in the  
Pacific region to provide our aspiring college tennis players ,New Zealand representatives and   
regionally ranked players an  opportunity on the ITF world stage.  
 
RPC players who are taking up the challenge are Matt Grant, James Capovilla, Mitchell Macdonald, Zak  
Gatara, Paige Hourigan, KP Pannu, Bridget Liddell, Saravinder Pannu, Fergus Scott and Jonathon Wilson.  
 
Two weeks split between events in New Caledonia and Fiji, means competing different cultures and  
extremely different playing conditions. Players will be forced to adapt and to play to the limit of their ability  
to perform in such a highly competitive environment.  
 
The team have been training in cold and wet conditions on predominantly indoor courts at the  
Renouf Tennis Centre. The conditions on this tour will quickly make an impact. We will have to re-adjust to 
weather conditions, ranked competition and, different playing formats. This will require the squad to adopt 
professional habits that will be vital to competing successfully at this level.  
 
Some of our juniors are only 12 months away from playing college tennis. Our younger NZ  
representatives and regionally ranked players are chasing their first world ranking points. It is important to 
use all tours like this one effectively. The lessons learned will provide experience for the future and the  
potential transition to the senior tour.   
 
I personally value this ITF tour as one of our most important aspects of our junior player pathway which will 
be test their response to their individual tour goals.
